How to use the Online Abstract Submission System

1. Submitting an abstract

i. Important Information 

i. The presenting author must include a photograph of themselves in the poster. Posters must be no more than A0 in size (841mm x 1189mm), and Portrait in format.
ii. Once your abstract has been accepted you must register. Authors who have not registered by 31st January will have their abstracts removed.

iii. All abstracts must be in English.
iv. The maximum number of words is 250.
v. We are seeking sponsorship for a prize awarded to the 5 best posters presented by PhD students of €200. If you qualify and would like to be considered for a prize please clearly mark your poster in the top right hand corner with an orange dot. 
2. Preparation of Your Abstract

i. A “blind” selection process will be used.  No identifying features such as names of hospitals, medical schools, Universities, clinics or cities may be listed in the title or text of the abstract. Do not include the names of authors either.  The names of authors and their affiliations (institutions) will be submitted on-line when you submit the abstract.  

ii. The title should be as brief as possible but long enough to indicate clearly the nature of the study. Capitalise the first letter of each word.  No full stop at the end.

iii. Abstracts should state briefly and clearly the purpose, methods, results and conclusions of the work.
iv. We suggest that you prepare your abstract in your preferred text editor (e.g. Word, Open Office) and copy and paste the content into the box on the abstract submission page. Symbols should copy from your text editor but formatting will not. You will need to use the formatting widget at the top of the Abstract box to apply italics, bold, underline, super and subscript to your abstract.

v.        While we have tested this form in most commonly used text editors and browsers we cannot be sure that some combinations of browser and editor will not be compatible and the symbols will not be properly translated. If you encounter any problems please contact the conference organisers by email (contact@ecfg.info) 
3. The Submission Process 

i.        You do not have to log in to submit an abstract unless you have already registered for the conference. If you have already registered for the conference you can log in at:

       and click on ‘new abstract’ tab at the top left hand side of the page
       or you can submit an abstract before you register:

ii.         Once an abstract has been submitted no changes can be made.
i. Step 1: Copy your abstract into the abstract box on the abstract submission page. Use the formatting widgets to make any changes to your abstract.

ii. Only the abstract box will translate symbols – If you use symbols in the title input box you will need to write out the name of the symbol in full, for example “beta” instead of β.

iii. Final step: once you have completed this step click the “Submit” button. You will receive email confirmation that your abstract has been submitted. If you do not receive a confirmation email please contact the conference organisers by email ( contact@ecfg.info)
4. Review Process

i. Authors who have not registered by early closing date of 31 January 2012 will have their abstract removed from publication in the abstract book.
ii. The final decision for the inclusion of an oral presentation in a specific session will be made by the program committee.
iii. All authors will be notified by email of results by Monday 16 January 2012.
